The
municipality is divided into total 9 wards.The
municipality was established on 10 March 2017, when
Government of Nepal restricted all old administrative
structure and announced 744 local level units as per
the new constitution of Nepal 2015.Sipkhana, Siuna
and Phukot Village development committees were
Incorporated to form this new municipality. The
headquarters of the municipality is situated at Siuna.
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Raskot Municipality, located in Karnali Province, is a
diverse community characterized by its rich cultural
heritage and social fabric. The municipality comprises
9 wards, with a population distributed across various
age groups, ethnicities, and socio-economic
backgrounds.

Farmers
also face challenges in accessing markets for their produce,
resulting in low returns.
